The deadline for securing sponsors and/or advertisers is March 28, 2008 and all ads must be at the council by that date in order to be included in the printed material.  Payment should accompany the form and ad copy – but, experience has shown that some businesses are unable to remit payment for several weeks following departmental approval.  Please feel free to submit information as you receive it and advise us of any potential delays in obtaining the actual monies.

Attached you will find a variety of documents to assist you in your quest to identify community sponsors and establish new relationships for the long term good of Girl Scouting.

How to use the forms

1) Sponsor Letter – this cover letter is given to prospects who you believe may want to become a corporate sponsor or purchase space in the Ad Journal.

2) Sponsorship Form – this form attached to the sponsor letter is given to corporations or employees in corporations to return with their commitment to become a partner with the Girl Scouts in support of this event.

3) Ad Journal Form – this form is used with the sponsor letter for all requests (corporate sponsors from $1,250 - $10,000) and for any vendor or business that wishes to purchase an ad for the Ad Journal.

4) Silent Auction Letter – this letter, used with the accompanying form, is used to solicit tangible donations that can be sold through a silent auction or raffle.  Both large items, e.g. trips, timeshares, dinner and theater tickets, jewelry and smaller items, e.g. food baskets, memorabilia, etc. make for great gift donations. 

5) Silent Auction Form - with the accompanying letter may be combined with the sponsorship materials or can be used independently to seek non-monetary donations from potential businesses.  A business card can be attached to the form.  The form will be used to generate the thank you letter and to ensure proper credit is given in the Silent Auction brochure.
