GSWRC 50TH ANNIVERSARY PATCH PROGRAM
DISCOVER         CONNECT               TAKE ACTION
Purpose :

Celebrate the 50th Anniversary of the Girl Scouts of Washington Rock Council by participating in the council’s patch program. This program was designed to encourage the girls of our council to learn about the history, purpose and structure of the Girl Scouts of Washington Rock Council, Inc. In addition, we hope to nurture a feeling of pride in being a Girl Scout and in belonging to GSWRC.

By participating in this patch program the girls will earn up to three rockers (Discover, Connect and Take Action) to place around the GSWRC’s 50th Anniversary Patch.  The Council’s 50th Anniversary Patch and the rockers will be available at the council store beginning in March 2007.  Girls can work on this program through June 2008.  The patches and rockers will be available at the store thru August 2008. 
The Council’s 50th Anniversary patch has no requirements. Girls may earn the three Rocker patches to go around the Anniversary Patch in any order. When purchasing rocker patches the leader will need to turn in a 50th Anniversary Patch Program Report Form. Copies are attached to these requirements or can be found on our web site. 
DISCOVER ROCKER
Requirements: 
Daisy and Brownie Girl Scouts complete one (1) requirement to earn the rocker.  

Junior Girl Scouts complete two (2) requirements to earn the rocker. 

Cadette and Senior Girl Scouts complete three (3) requirements to earn the rocker.  

1. What is the date that the Girl Scouts of Washington Rock Council was formed? Name the councils that were merged to make up our council. Research and find out why they became one council. How did our council get its name?  What is the significance of its name? 
2. Find out about the history of Camp Lou Henry Hoover. When was it purchased? Find some one who attended Camp Hoover before 1990.  Have her share some special stories about Camp Hoover?   How many “other” Camp Hoovers can you find in the United States?
3. Who was Lou Henry Hoover?   List eight facts about Lou Henry Hoover that make her a good role model for the members of GSWRC.   What is her connection to the GS Cookie Sale?
4. How many different handbooks have there been in your Girl Scout program level since 1957? Look through some old Girl Scout handbooks to see what is similar to yours and what is different.  

5. Find out what Girl Scout uniform was worn in 1957 by girls in your Girl Scout program level? See how many different uniforms have there been in your age level since 1957.   Find pictures in books or the internet.
6. Learn about the history of Girl Scouting in your Service Unit (Community). When did Girl Scouting started in your community? What is the name of your Service Unit? Was it always called a “Service Unit”? What other names were used?  Did your community have a camp at any time?
 CONNECT ROCKER
Requirements: 

Daisy and Brownie Girl Scouts complete one (1) requirement to earn the rocker.  

Junior Girl Scouts complete two (2) requirements to earn the rocker. 

Cadette and Senior Girl Scouts complete three (3) requirements to earn the rocker.  

1. Meet a Girl Scout from another community or find a troop from another community and write or email back & forth to discover your similarities & differences.

2. Take a trip to Washington Rock Park.  What happened there of historical significance?   Compare the view from the park to our council patch.

3. Find out about other Girl Scout councils (be sure to include Girl Scouts of Rolling Hills Council and Girl Scout Council of Greater Essex and Hudson Counties).  What do they do that looks interesting or that you wish you could do?  Share this information with the Program Department of GSWRC.
4. What is a Council Delegate and what are their responsibilities? Who are the delegates for your Service Unit.  Find someone that has been to a national GS Convention and invite them to speak to you at your meeting.

5. Interview someone who was in Girl Scouts in 1957. What is the same in Girl Scouting? What is different? Have them share stories of their Girl Scout experience. 

6. Find a woman in your community who has been in Girl Scouting over 30 years. Invite her to your troop/group meeting and interview her. Ask her to tell about her experiences and memories as a Girl Scout. 

7. Find a family who has more than two generations who were all Girl Scouts (current Girl Scouts, her mother, her grandmother, aunts, cousins, great-grandmothers can all be included). Take a family photograph of this Girl Scout family! Help your troop/group plan a special recognition for the special Girl Scout family. 

8. Find out what your community was like in 1957.    Learn about the following:

· What was a news headline in 1957? Why did this make the headlines? 
· What were some popular TV shows?  Movies?  Magazines?  How were women portrayed in 1957 in TV and movies?
· Learn a song or dance that was popular in 1957. 
· List six (6) things used today that did not exist in 1957.   (cell phone is one)
· Identify an important social issue in 1957.  Has that issue been resolved or is it still an issue today? 

TAKE ACTION ROCKER
As Girl Scouts, you are committed to “Make the world a better place”.  In honor of the 50th Anniversary, GSWRC would like to perform 50,000 hours of service in our communities. Be sure to complete the 50th Anniversary Patch Program Report Form to report your service to the council office and to purchase the Take Action Rocker.  (Be sure to also report your service hours to your Service Unit as usual.) 
Requirements:
To earn this rocker you need to perform some type of service in your community.

Each Daisy and Brownie Girl Scout will complete 5 hours of service

Each Junior Girl Scout will complete 10 hours of service 

Each Cadette and Senior Girl Scout will complete 15 hours of service.
