Group money-earning activities are valuable program activities for girls:

· Girl Scout Nut Sale

· Girl Scout Cookie Sale

· Council approved money-earning activities: car washes, garage sales, plant sales, etc. 
· Always Check Safety-Wise’s Chapter on Group Planning and Budgeting and Program Standards 28-33

ABSOLUTELY NOT

According to Safety-Wise, Girl Scouts may not raise or solicit money by: 

(
Conducting money-earning activities without Council approval. 

·      Product demonstration parties, raffles, drawings, or games of chance. 
·      Direct solicitation of cash other than approved troop sponsors.

·      Sale or endorsement of commercial products.  
·      Sell products on the Internet.

Girls’ participation in group money-earning projects or Council sponsored activities is based on the following: voluntary participation, written permission received from the parent/guardian, adherence to Council guidelines, and an understanding of the reasons why the money is needed.  (See Safety-Wise Program Standard 28) 


Troops/Groups can also receive financial assistance through: 
·  Troop dues 
· Girl Scout Calendar Sale
· Council’s Family Annual Giving/Gift for Girls rebate program
· Service Unit sponsored troop money-earning activities

· Troop/Group Sponsorship, including financial contributions up to $250.*
· Girl/Adult Financial Aid (GAFA) for Membership Dues, Community Encampments, Resident and Day Camp, Wider Opportunities, and Council Program Events.
*Please Note: Any donations over $250 must be received and receipted through the Council office per IRS requirements for non-profit 501 (c) 3 organizations.  Troops are encouraged to partner with the Council in seeking community funds that will benefit both the entire Council and the troop.
