Plants:
We will sell red poinsettias, wreaths, and pine roping this year.  The poinsettias sell for $10.00, are approximately 15” tall with 4-6 blossoms in a 6” pot, and come wrapped in a foil sleeve.  The wreaths are 20”, double sided with bows and pinecones. They will sell for $15.00 each.  The pine roping comes in a 25 foot long roll and will sell for $12 each.

Goals:
Since this is our only troop fundraiser we have each year, each scout is asked to raise a minimum of $75.00 in profit for the troop or $60.00ea. for brothers.  Poinsettias generate $4.75 profit, the roping $5.00 and wreaths $5.00.  The goal can be met by any combination of wreaths, roping, poinsettias or family donation.   If you want your son to opt out entirely, you can donate the $75.00 for single scout or $120.00 for brothers.  

Commissions:
Commissions will be paid to each Scout selling 10-19 items at the rate of $.50 per item, then at $1.00 per item over 20. Commissions will be paid to the scout’s own account  which can then be used for trips, summer camp, scouts supplies from the scout store, etc. 

Selling Procedures:
We recommend the younger boys go in pairs or with a parent.  You can sell to friends, family, and neighbors or to businesses.  When you sell in your neighborhood, wear your uniform and identify yourself as a Scout from Holy Trinity Troop 73.   Ask if your customer would like poinsettias, wreaths, roping or all.  Ask that they pay for all purchases at the time of order to eliminate any delay or confusion on day of delivery.  Only sell to people you can deliver to on the Saturday of pickup.  Orders must be in by Nov. 26 for the Dec. 1 delivery.

Church Sales:
In addition to neighborhood sales, scouts can earn commissions selling at Holy Trinity Church Masses, provided they sold their 10 item minimum. Scouts that do not sell the 10 item minimum are welcome to share in the experience of the Church Sale but will NOT be paid commissions. Masses at Holy Trinity church are at 5:30 PM Saturday, December 1 and at 7:30, 9:00, 10:30 and 12:00 Sunday, December 2.   You do not have to be a parishioner to sell at the churches.  Scouts can sign up to sell at any number of masses.  Each Scout will earn a “share” of all items sold for each Mass attended.  Uniforms must be worn. Sign up for church sales will take place at the November 26th  Troop meeting.

Prizes:  1st prize-$50 cash, 2nd prize-$30 cash and 3rd prize-$20 cash will be awarded to the scouts with the highest individual sales.  Prizes will be awarded at the Dec. 17 meeting/party.
